Wayne earned $250.00 for his efforts, a warm welcome to tournament bowling, eh?





Eighty-three bowlers competed for $2000.00 in prize funds.  A handicap score of 722 was needed to reach the match play round, but all scores 719 and up cashed.  Robert Sadler led all qualifiers with a handicap score of 828, including a 279 game featuring eleven strikes in a row.  Derek Hively rolled a perfect 300 game to finish off an electric 795 series during qualifying.  Ron Ellis’ 838 during matchplay was the highest sanctioned series ever in Shootout history.  Derek and Ron shared in the 30 clean prize presented by Ed Rondot’s Pro Shop, but several other bowlers missed by one single open.
